September 1st Day of classes

Mr. Parmar, Mr. Sodaro and Mr. Mansley will ensure that every incoming grade 12 student has information about the yellow & orange worksheets for Work Experience 12 (and/or the Blue worksheets for Volunteer Experience 12).  Mr. Sodaro will develop/update the KSS Grad Transitions 12 Website.

September Grade 12 Assembly – Mr. Parmar, Mr. Sodaro and Mr. Mansley will sign every grade 12 student up for their 100 hours/30 hours to meet the Capstone 12 guidelines (including all 2nd semester students).

September 2nd & 3rd week - Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro visit all English 12 1st semester classes to introduce all grade 12 students to the Capstone 12 program & the Capstone Presentation day.
Session 1 - Capstone website, Google Classroom and distribute Capstone Curriculum information sheet (this includes the Grad Transitions 12 Assignment checklist and the Capstone Presentation Day Assessment).
October - May
All Orange Forms will be collected in the Career Counseling Offices for Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro to mark.   Interviews will be conducted with each student that has completed the "Work Intent" form.  Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will confirm employment by visiting job sites and communicating with industry members.
Oct. 14 – 31 Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will visit any English 12 classes when these teachers have time available for students to work on their Capstone presentations 

Session 2 – Continue progress with website checklist, career interview, proper budget & Government Student Transcripts Services sign up (PSI required for any post-secondary programs).
Nov. 1 – 4 Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro evaluate and mark all of the Orange forms that have been handed into the Career center.

Session 3 – Ensure that every student has started their Grad Transitions 12 Assignments in Google Classroom.  Answer questions and/or trouble shoot problems with Weebly website, Career Explorations, Mentorship progress (Job Shadows), career interview, proper budget & Government Student Transcripts Services sign up (PSI required for any post-secondary programs).
Nov. 5 – 10   Session 4 - Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will be available to all English 12 classes to answer any last-minute Capstone questions or problems.

Nov. 12
Grad Transitions Capstone Presentation Assignments are due on November 12th, for any KSS students taking English 12 in the 1st semester.

November 15 – 22 Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will have all completed Grad Transitions Assignments marked for the grade 12 students.  

Session 5 - Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will visit each English 12 class and return evaluation sheets with comments for improvements or details about missing or incomplete Grad Transitions 12 assignments.

November 1 – 29 Mr. Sodaro & Mr. Parmar will ensure that 47 – 50 community members will be available for the December Capstone presentation day.

November 25 – 29 Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will track down any students that have not handed in their Grad Transitions or have not completed their Grad Transitions 12 assignments properly.  

November 27th – 28th Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will have all students that have completed their Grad Transition Plan assignments and have received a passing grade sign up for their Capstone presentation times.  Sign-up sheets will be found in the Career Counseling Center at lunch, after school or before the first bell.
Mr. Parmar & Mr. Sodaro will contact all students and parents about any incomplete Capstone Projects, in order to ensure all students meet this graduation requirement and/or provide parents with ample opportunity to help their student meet these requirements.
Dec. 1 – 8th Mr. Parmar and Mr. Sodaro will ensure that the Capstone presentation day schedule is completed, facilities and equipment is all ready to go.
